Check the engine oil level (®P. 58), and brake fluid level (@P. 65).
Check that the headlight, brake light, taillight and turn signals are working properly.
Check the freeplay of the clutch lever @ P. 75) and throttle grip @ P. 78).

Check the slack @P. 69), adjust the slack @ P. 70), and lubricate @ P. 46) as
needed.

Check that you have a full supply of spare fuses.
Check the major nuts and bolts, and tighten as needed.
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
